HORIZONS 2008 

 
 Now three weeks the other side of Freed-Hardeman Univer-
sity’s Horizons, it is time to reflect on what proved to be another great 
program.  Counting the Christian Training Series, once again success-
fully directed by Sam Hester and coinciding with the second week of 
Horizons or Junior Week, more than one thousand people crowded the 
campus over the two week span of Horizons.  
 As Billy Smith, in his twenty-seventh year of directing Hori-
zons, said in only the way he can say it, “In addition to the lessons care-
fully prepared and presented, and all the fun opportunities, our greatest 
joy is in seeing twenty-five young people baptized into Christ in our 
campus pool, and more than one hundred who requested prayer. At 
least five more were baptized the following Sunday when the campers 
returned to their home congregations. These are numbers that the pro-
gram has averaged for many years, and we extend congratulations to 
them, their families, and their congregations.” As you remember, our 
own Jeremy Cherry and R. C. Fraser were baptized during Junior 
Week. The Sunday following we rejoiced with Nathan Welch obeying 
the gospel. Several of our young people were nominated for camper of 
the week, a tremendous honor.   
 I want to personally thank our elders for supporting our young 
people and making it easier for them to attend Horizons. I especially 
appreciate their prayers. I also want to express gratitude to our parents 
for entrusting us with their children. I want to thank Reed for working 
both weeks as a counselor and teacher. He was terrific.    
 We constantly evaluate Horizons and work on ways to improve 
the program each year. We understand that in a busy summer there are 
many other options as far as camps go for our young people. But I can 
promise you this, we are committed to the fundamental reason Horizons 
started some twenty-eight years ago as the brain child of Coleman 
Crocker.   The program began as a camp to train young men to be lead-
ers in their home congregations.   We are still teaching them to lead 
singing, deliver sermons, and offer prayers in worship. The girls pro-
gram continues to encourage our young women to lead in the Lord’s 
church in all the appropriate and scriptural ways. I want to personally 
thank Hope Shull for once more doing an excellent job in directing this 
important part of Horizons. 
 Because of the grace of God, I enjoyed my twenty-first year 
with the program.    I am amazed every year at the great good that

 We have recently returned from our annual mission 
trip to the Dominican Republic.  Looking back upon our trav-
els there were a few things that stuck out in my mind.  The 
most memorable to me aren’t places or things but the young 
people that we hired to help us translate.  Since the Domini-
can Republic is a Spanish speaking country and the Barrantes 
family can only be in so many places at once, we took on two 
young people from surrounding churches to help us with 
translation.  Although, instead of ending up with two transla-
tors, we ended up with six.  That’s right - we were planning 
on paying two but they brought some friends with them.  
These young people who could have been anywhere else that 
week saw our work and being so thankful for what we were 
doing, decided to stay with us and translate for free!  WOW, 
if that’s not a testament to what we saw in the Dominican Re-
public, I don’t know what is.  The night that we finished our 
work, Cristian, one of the missionaries we support, had us 
over for dinner to say thank you for all we had done.  After 
we had finished those same young people presented each of 
us with a plaque which had an individual handwritten note of 
thanks on the back of it.  We later learned that none of the 
young Dominicans would accept any money for the service 
they rendered.  The Church in the Dominican Republic is in 
good hands with missionaries and young people like this lead-
ing the way.
