Argumentum ad misericordiam is a fallagythe study of logic.
This fallacy is an appeal to pity for the sake afining an argument
This fallacy is committed whenever evidence beaonga particular
case is ignored and the argument is directed tumistances for thg
purpose of arousing sympathy.
People often engage in this fallacy wtery discuss religious g

moral issues; especially when they have a perssin&k in the issue.

For example, in studying with people on the subgdbaptism the ar-
gument is made, "Baptism cannot be necessary featgm becausd
my departed mother was a godly Christian woman,sir@ddid not be-
lieve this. She was saved at the point of faitiglbefore she was baj
tized. Therefore, baptism cannot be essentiallt@an." The person
making this statement is arguing in the wrong dioe¢ and with emo-
tional prejudice. They began at the point of aggilon when they
should have started with the truth.

When Jesus spoke to the crowds, or tdPtierisees, or to indi
viduals in need, He spoke to real people in rdaldituations. But He
spoke to them from the position of representing '&odll (John 4:34).
Jesus knew that God's will is in competition witms will, and that
each man's will is subject to his perceptions pnislicaments, his emd
tions, and his fleshly desires. A case in pointhis story of the rich
young ruler who chose his own will over God's vieidicause of his de
sire for riches (Luke 18:18-23). The text inforossthat he left Jesus i
sorrow. Jesus challenged men and women to sulmdgelves tg
God, even at the expense of their feelings. Henjmed the blessing
of God to all who obeyed Him (Matt.12:50). Jesakitout no possibil
ity of enjoying salvation to those who insistedtt@ad bend His will to
theirs.

Does this mean God is unfeeling; that @&oahdifferent to our
emotions or concerns? No. The Bible shows usnagiadl again tha
Jesus was compassionate and willing to give aidcamadfort to those
who were hurting. In many instances Jesus madei@mabappeals tg
His would-be followers, and sought emotional regeasn But He neve
did this at the expense of declaring the priorityGod's will over all.
Indeed, our love for God must come before our Idoe family
(Matt.10:21-22, 32-39), while encompassing the whafl our person-
alities (Matt.22:36-38).

Would any of us in the Lord's church ewesike an appeal t
emotions or pity over God's will? As human beiitgs a struggle for
us as well. | believe many in the church have sondied to emotional
