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Unworthy  
(A Devotional Message) 

 

          "But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we 
were still sinners, Christ died for us" (Rom.5:8).  What this statement, 
or its context, does not explicitly say is that we were created to be in 
fellowship with God.  I believe we were created to be spiritual beings, 
bearing God's own image, for just this purpose.  We were created in 
love to converse with God in familial companionship and affection.  
Yet this purpose has been marred.  
          The Scriptures speak emphatically and explicitly of man's condi-
tion before God.  One term that is especially interesting is the word 
"unworthy."  Paul and Barnabas declared to the Jews in Antioch of Pis-
idia, "It was necessary that the word of God should be spoken to you 
first; but since you reject it, and judge yourselves unworthy of everlast-
ing life, behold, we turn to the Gentiles" (Acts 13:46).  The Jews were 
unworthy of everlasting life for two reasons.  First, because they re-
jected the offer of the gospel when it was made, and secondly, because 
they were sinners in the first place.   
          "Unworthy" is translated from two Greek words that mean 
"without weight, honor, or favor."  While not all men have rejected the 
Word of God (since all men have not been exposed to the Word), all 
men are sinners and therefore are without favor (Rom.3:23).  This is a 
sad development when you realize all are born innocent; free of that 
which makes men unworthy (Matt.19:13-14; 18:3-4).  This past Sun-
day, Beth and I went to the visitation of a three year old girl at a local 
funeral home.  She was the sister of one of Beth's students.  As she lay 
motionless in sleep the innocence of her spiritual condition reflected in 
her sweet face.  These little ones are worthy of everlasting life because 
they know no sin.  Surely this is partially what Jesus meant in Matthew 
18:3-4 and 19:13-14.  Yet with time and mental maturity all become 
sinners and unworthy of eternal life. 
          Everlasting life is in the domain of the Divine.  Everlasting life is 
God's alone to give.  Human beings become unworthy of everlasting 
life due to their disobedience to God.  Once a human being comes into 
this state (of being a sinner before God), the only way to have eternal 
life is to once again be favored by God.  Thankfully, as stated in Ro-
mans 5:8 and elsewhere, Jesus Christ became the means of Divine 
grace toward sinners. 
          I wonder however: How many of us feel we are out of God's fa-
vor to begin with?  How many of us believe that sin has ruined us to 
such depths?  Paul spoke of sin (not the idea of inherited sin; but sin

that we have chosen) as being a part of our 
"nature" (Eph.2:1-3).   
          Sometimes I fear that in our rush to explain that 
"nature" does not mean we were born sinners, we may have 
lost sight of the fact that sin has become a part of our nature 
nevertheless (albeit by our continued involvement in trans-
gression).  If sin has indeed become a part of our very na-
ture, then our depravity is worse than many of us may have 
at first realized.  We are in a worse state than if we had be-
come sinners by birth.  God may now justly charge us with 
sin to the most aggravated degree.  We are sinners because 
we have chosen sin, and adopted it, and embraced it.  We are 
truly unworthy of everlasting life. 
          It is this understanding of the depth of our guilt, and 
thus of our unworthiness before God, that is most needed 
before we can go onto spiritual maturity.  This recognition of 
guilt should haunt us emotionally and drive us to our knees 
before God.   Ironically the first step on the road to spiritual 
recovery, to being considered worthy by God, is to acknowl-
edge our unworthiness.  How can I rightly choose the way of 
God unless I first appreciate that I have chosen the way of 
sin personally (as David did in Psalm 51:1-4)?  I am a sinner.  
I am a sinner by nature; a child of wrath (Eph.2:3; which 
surely must mean that I am worthy of Divine wrath).  My sin 
has made me unworthy of everlasting life.  Truly I need to 
adopt with all the integrity of my heart and soul the words of 
that humble man in Luke 18:13, "God, be merciful to me a 
sinner!"   
          Long ago, George Herbert (1593-1633) set to verse the 
cry of the penitent sinner to the love of God (personified):   
 
     Love bade me welcome; yet my soul drew back,  
    Conscious of dust and sin. 
    But quick-eyed Love, observing me grow slack 
    From my first entrance in,  
    Drew nearer to me, sweetly questioning,  
    If I lacked anything. 
    “A guest,” I answered, “worthy to be here.”  
    Love said, “You shall be he.” 
    “I, the unkind, ungrateful? Ah, my dear,  
      I cannot look on thee.” 
     Love took my hand, and smiling did reply,  
    “Who made the eyes but I?” 
    “Truth, Lord, but I have marred them; let my shame  
     Go where it doth deserve.” 
    “And know you not,” says Love, “who bore the blame?”  
    “My dear, then I will serve.” 
    “You must sit down,” says Love, “and taste my meat.”
